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The Joint Force Training Centre (JFTC) in Bydgoszcz, Poland, the Joint Warfare Centre (JWC)
in Stavanger, Norway and the Joint Analysis and Lessons Learned Centre (JALLC) in Lisbon,
Portugal are three fundamental pillars of NATO training.

  

They create a training network subordinated to the Allied Command Transformation (ACT). The
idea is that high representatives of these three sister institutions, internally called "JJJ", as well
as a delegation from the ACT gather in one of the centres on a regular basis, at least once a
year, in order to discuss key issues related to training. As the previous "JJJ" talks were held at
the JWC, this time it was the JFTC's turn to host the event.

  The Bydgoszcz Training Summit took place on 21 June 2012 and was led by LieutenantGeneral Karlheinz Viereck, the ACT Deputy Chief of Staff Joint Force Trainer. Major GeneralPavel Macko, the JFTC Commander, Major General Jean Fred Berger, the JWC Commanderand Colonel Frederic Curtaz, the Head of the Exercise and Training Branch at the JALLC,together with their staffs, focused on current challenges regarding NATO training.  After discussing the status of the ACT's Training and Exercise Initial Operational Capability(TREX IOC) they talked about the standardization of training events related to the preparationfor Major Joint Operations (MJO) and Smaller Joint Operations (SJO) and also about the JFTCand JWC capabilities to support these events in a close cooperation.  The "JJJ" meeting created also a good platform to discuss exercises planned for the next year,such as Steadfast JAZZ/ JOKER or the Unified Endeavour 14-1 as well as to learn more aboutthe JFTC contribution to the Future Mission Network.  The Bydgoszcz Training Summit 2012 took place in a critical year for the ACT. Starting July2012 it will take over the responsibility for NATO Collective Training from the Allied CommandOperations (ACO). The talks held in Bydgoszcz prepared the ACT and its sub-commands forthis challenge. They strengthened the mutual understanding among all the centres and pavednew ways for future cooperation within the "JJJ".
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
